This summer I have taken to
keeping a list of the books that I read, and looking back over it I find
that I have read several books recently that iupressed ne.

Une was a novel by Anthony Irnliope, Orley Farm. It is one of those
long, rambling Victorian stories that threaten to bore you at firsty but
end up by capturing your interest in both characters and plot. This one
deals with a law case involving jerjury and the inheritance of an estateo
It zirrors country life in nide-nineteenth century England among the lande
ed zentry. Of the Victorian authors, I find Trollope most satisfyinge
e really explores the human condition with understanding and hunor
rather than sentimentality or cynicismo '

Then I have read a cluster of hoolts, six in all, about Islam and, in
particular, about that strange sact, the Sufis. They are the counter~
parts in Islau of the Christian mystics, the Hassidic Jeus, the Zen
suddhists, and the more spiritusl Hindu sects like tne Ramakrishna
proupse It came to me that ny ignorance of Islarn is profound and that
I have neglected one of the world's great systerms of faith and learn-
inge 4«11 relizions have inward as well as outward sides. The cutward
sidez are apt to be formal, ritualistie, and ofien quite intolersnt .
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frevent culiures and traditions can meei.

I read Jean [.crhiee's bookeleny::h articles on &laska as they were Db
lisked in tne lew Yorker under the title, "Coming into the Country."”
They fascinated me and couvinced me that I do not want to live in
wlaskac I'w not even sure I waat to visit, but mayve, for o little
whileo It must be a veautfful out terrifying country.

The summer's sreatest adveniure in reading, however, is a new book
that came to ne through a frieni. It is by Julian Jaynes of rrince~
ton University. The title is appalling: The Uric in of Consciousneas
